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Your child’s safety is our #1 priority.

While your child is here, these items will help keep your child safe.

We encourage a family member or responsible designated adult visitor to stay with your child.
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When unable to remain at the bedside with your child, phone calls to check-in with your
child and care team are strongly encouraged, password #
For your child’s safety, only parents/guardians and two other designated adults may
visit.

All visitors must check in with your child’s nurse before visiting.

If it is deemed necessary for the safety of your child, a staff member will be in your room
to help monitor your child’s safety.

Your child will wear hospital supplied scrubs and will need to stay in their room unless
accompanied by a staff member.

Your child’s personal belongings are not allowed in their room. We strongly encourage
you take all personal belongings home. Belongings not taken home will be locked in a
safe location and a patient valuable receipt will be provided to you. BWMC cannot
assume responsible for items retained in your possession.

For your child’s safety, personal electronic items may not be allowed for your child’s use.
Please safely secure your personal items away from your child and remove from the
room if you need to leave the room.

For your child’s safety, all meals will be served with paper utensils; plastic spoons and/or
forks can be provided upon request at the discretion of the care team and must be
discarded by staff after use.

Food from home is welcome if in plastic containers or paper. No plastic bags or plastic
wrap for food items. Any outside food or drink will be inspected by staff prior to
delivering to your child.

A self-care contract and daily calendar will be completed to encourage your child to
participate in their care and progress towards their mental well-being.
